November Feast Days:

1st November – A celebration of All Saints
As there were so many martyrs - by the early fourth-century it became impossible to solemnize each individually on the Church’s crowded calendar.  There thus arose, over centuries, and in different ways in different regions, the custom of commemorating the memory of all the holy ones on one specific day of the year. 
2nd November – All Souls Day

The Feast of All Souls is the Catholic Memorial Day. Today the Church commemorates the souls of all the baptized who have died.
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3rd November – St Martin de Porres

Patron Saint of mixed-race peoples and barbers
St Martin was a mixed-race Dominican brother. He treated the sick and injured regularly and, over time, earned a reputation as an extraordinary healer. He aided in founding a hospital and orphanage in Lima, distributed food to the poor, and cared for recently arrived African slaves. His extraordinary charity was his greatest attribute.

Being punctual shows respect for others and their time, it sets first impressions and is a character trait that is important to instil in children from a very young age. It will undoubtedly play an important role in their future success.

Children who are regularly late can never recover certain essential parts of their school day such as: settling down to get ready to learn, the lesson’s introduction, important announcements, discussions, questions, explanations and the thinking that makes learning come alive and gets them ready for the rest of the day.

Arriving late at school can be very disruptive for your child because it makes them feel awkward, especially when the lesson has to stop for them to enter. It causes unnecessary stress and discomfort that can affect them emotionally and socially. It is also very disruptive for the teacher as well as the other pupils in the class because it throws them off track. 
Research shows that children with consistent school attendance learn more. If children are to fully benefit from the many learning opportunities, regular school attendance is vital. You may think that your child is only missing a few minutes in the morning but a pupil who is 10 minutes late every day, will miss 30 hours of teaching during the year. That’s a large number of teaching hours that cannot be replaced.
Parish - School links   -   Regenerating The Church
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Within our local area, (and across the country as a whole) the Catholic faith is dying out.  People are not attending church as a matter of course; only popping in and out at poignant times of need.  FHC and Sacrament of The Sick for example.
