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What is a PA?

If your child has too much
time off school they will
become categorised as PA
or persistently absent.
(Atendance below 90% =
persistent absence). Missing
school will make your child
fall behind in lessons and will
impact on their academic
progress and achievement.
10% absence is 19 days over
the school year, nearly 4
weeks of school, nearly a
half-term. More than 10%
means more than 19 days!

We currently have 34 pupils
who fall into this category.
